ZTE Corporation (“ZTE” or the “Company”) wishes to announce that, following thes acquisition of
additional shares in the Company during the period from 10 October 2008 to 9 October 2009 from the
secondary market through the Shenzhen Stock Exchange trading system (the “Additional Share
Acquisition”) by Shenzhen Zhongxingxin Telecommunications Equipment Company, Limited
(*Zhongxingxin”), the Company’s controlling shareholder, Zhongxingxin had increased its
shareholdings in the Company by 7,649,116 A shares (comprising 5,883,935 A shares in the Company
acquired from the secondary market and 1,765,181 shares received in respect of the additional A
shares acquired as a result of the issue of 3 shares for every 10 shares held by way of capitalization of
reserves under the 2008 profit distribution), accounting for approximately 0.42% of the total share
capital of the Company as at 9 October 2009.
